The UCL European Institute is seeking to appoint a part-time intern to work with us on two humanities-based project, the European Literary Map of London and Black Europe. The intern will populate the European Literary Map with existing material, research new entries, provide services in relation to an associated exhibition, writer in residence scheme, and engagement with external partners. The postholder will also support a team of academics working matters of race and racism in Europe – and the study thereof.

We are seeking an intern to work with us primarily to develop the multi-year project Lost and Found: A European Literary Map of London, which gathers texts by European writers who have come to London across the ages, revealing a London and a Europe of the imagination. The project comprises an online map, an immersive public exhibition currently in transfer to four UK embassies in Europe, a Writer in Residence scheme and associated programming.

The intern will upload new entries to the online map and will be encouraged to research autonomously to source more. The postholder will also feedback on existing or develop new functionalities and help produce additional material, including audio recordings. The post holder will also contribute to engagement with the project’s external partners, including European national institutes of culture and embassies.

The postholder will also engage with a cross-disciplinary academic workstream, Black Europe, which explores and challenges the presumption of whiteness as the norm in the study of Europe. For this, the intern will help organise meetings, lectures and workshops, support engagement with the UCL staff and student community, and help with external partners.

The role would suit a UCL graduate or postgraduate student, able to undertake additional work alongside their studies. The successful candidate will most likely pursue a degree focused on, or otherwise demonstrate familiarity with, European literature, culture and thought broadly speaking.

The European Institute is UCL’s hub for research, collaboration and information on Europe and the European Union. We exist to promote academic excellence in the study of Europe at UCL, working to provide a leading forum for intellectual debate and acting as liaison between the university and EU and UK policymaking communities.
